Training on “Copyright and Plagiarism”

reference management tools”, “Plagiarism detection methods”.

The training concluded with discussions around the subject matter.

Retaining Rights When Publishing:

Negotiating contract terms with publishers.
Choosing publishers that allow open access and self-archiving.
Institutional Open Access Policies:
Many universities and funders require research to be openly accessible (e.g., Plan S in Europe).

Self-archiving in institutional repositories.
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
